Three Kings Day on January 6 is a
special day in Mexico. It culminates
the twelve days of Christmas and
commemorates the three wise men
who traveled from afar, bearing gifts
for baby Jesus. Traditionally in Mex-
ico, children look forward to this holi-
day as gifts are exchanged on this day,

not December 25.

Three Kings Day remains an important
holiday for the people of Mexico. In
addition to gift-giving, the day is cele-
brated with a culinary treat known as
'Rosca de Reyes' (King's Cake). Shaped
in a circle to signify a king's crown,
this sweet bread holds a special sur-
prise, a small plastic figurine repre-
senting the baby Jesus!
